Expression of Interest

1. Drinking Water and Sanitation Mission is inviting the expression of interest from reputed   NGOs for running and managing the Block Resource Centre (BRC) which is being established at every block to provide guidance, support and monitor water supply and sanitation status in villages and also to provide continuous support in terms of awareness generation, motivation, mobilisation and training to village communities, GPs and VWSCs as per the guidelines issued time to time by GoI and GoJ. 

2. As per the GoI guideline BRC shall be in position at every block under National Rural Drinking Water Programme (NRDWP) and Total Sanitation Campaign (TSC). In a district, all BRCs shall be managed by a single NGO that can be given upto 12% of the total expenditure as service remuneration or overhead (including service tax). The BRC thus engaged will have the personnel of following educational qualifications, experience, age limit and remuneration:

*Number of days of village visit should be between 10‐15 days in a month. They should attend evening meetings in the villages, preferably with night stay. Field visit of less than 8 hours will be counted as half a day and 50% of the mobility allowance will be paid.

3. These NGO shall be engaged for two years which may be extended for further years on basis of their performance. NGOs shall have to replace/substitute the functionaries, deputed at BRC by them, whenever and wherever it shall become necessary for the programme. 

4. NGO shall have to mention the name of districts in their application in which they are interested to work. Although, allotment of districts to them shall be the prerogative of SWSM. But in no case it shall be more than three districts to one NGO.

5. Interested NGOs shall have to submit the following documents along with their application: 

i. Copy of the Society registration certificate

ii. Bye-Law and memorandum of the organisation

iii. Copy of the 12-A registration certificate

iv. Copy of the 80 G registration certificate (if available)

v. Copy of PAN and TAN

vi. Audit report for last three years (2009-10; 2008-09 ; 2007-08) 

vii. Programme Annual report of last three years

viii. Human resource details (full time/part time staff, including their qualification and job in the organization)

ix. Any other documents (to be attached) in support of strength of the organisation.
x. Affidavit declaring that the NGO has not been blacklisted by any organization. 
6. Only those NGOs are eligible to apply whose average annual turnover for last three years is one crore or more. 
7. Selection criteria is being attached which may help the NGO to respond properly with adequate and valid documentary paper in support.
